SUMMARY: 
House Republican leaders have introduced legislation to repeal the landmark health care law, the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (P.L. 111-148) in its entirety.  Repealing the law will not only add to our nation’s deficit (ACA was projected to reduce the deficit by $143 billion), but the law also contains numerous provisions that improve access to health care for people with disabilities.  These include:
· Important insurance market reforms that prohibit insurers from denying coverage to individuals with preexisting conditions, setting annual and lifetime limits on coverage, and discriminating based on health status
· Reforms that expand coverage by creating temporary high-risk pools for people with pre-existing conditions, offering premium subsidies for low-income individuals to buy insurance, and expanding Medicaid to cover more people
· New long-term services and supports options, including the Community Living Assistance Services and Supports (CLASS) Act and new options to help people with disabilities live in the community
· Prevention programs with a focus on disabilities, data collection on disability health disparities and improved training of doctors, dentists and allied health professionals
