· Provides comprehensive school mental health programs under SAMHSA through an LEA/community mental health provider partnership

2) Not specifically mental health related, but good for youth:
· Financial Literacy for Youth Act – HR 626, Rep. Emmanuel Cleaver
· Restorative Justice in Schools Act – HR 415, Rep. Steve Cohen
· Fast Track to College Act – S. 154 (Kohl)/HR ??? (Kildee)

3) ESEA Reauthorization (No Child Left Behind)
· Many smaller bills likely to fold in to the final package
· Action primarily happening in Senate HELP Committee right now
· Put Counselors Where They Are Needed – HR 667, Rep. Linda Sanchez
· Transition to Success Mentoring Act – HR 853, Rep. Andre Carson
· Sen. Franken’s bill last session to help foster youth maintain school placement even if home placement changes

4) Coming up in child/adolescent mental health 
· Healthy Transitions – SAMHSA grant program to integrate systems serving youth 14-24 years old with Emotional and Behavioral Disorders seamlessly transition to adulthood. Previously introduced by Stark and Camp, which will be helpful in the current environment
· Keeping Families Together – originally introduced in 2007, addressing issue of families relinquishing custody of kids in order to receive mental health services
· Juvenile Justice/Mental Health TA Center – establishing a national training and technical assistance center on mental health issues to divert youth out of juvenile justice who really need mental health services instead of detention
· Looking at issues of Medicaid suspension for youth in juvenile justice system
· EPSDT – work in the Senate on administrative fixes to the program
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
